Write a function called anagram (word, file) that finds
all the anagrams of word from the set of words in £ile. You may assume that £ile has one word per line. Use
/usr/share/dict/words as a source of English words. Here is some sample output:

>>> anagrams ("army",’ /usr/share/dict/words’)
army
mary
yarm
